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           This month we watch with wonder as the winter ñbrownscapeò of North 

Texas gradually transforms into a palette of spring colors.  Welcome spring 

showers aid the transformation.  Our sprinkler systems have been dormant 

during the winter, but they are needed in some circumstances.  Generally 

speaking, a deep watering once a week is sufficient if we have not had rain.  

Rather than setting the system to run automatically on a schedule, push the 

ñmanual startò button as needed. 

          New trees, shrubs,  perennials and annuals need more frequent watering.  
This is important for strong roots to be well acclimated to the soil before hot 

weather arrives.  Running individual zones manually is the most economical 

and efficient.  Any fertilization, or soil treatments need an initial watering, 

usually within the first 48 hours. Lawns typically do not need watering right 

now unless there is new sod or a treatment has been applied.  Please do not 

hesitate to call our office (817-488-2718) with questions regarding irrigation.

East Palatka holly trees will provide some welcome 
summer shade to yaupon holly bushes  and  knock-out 
roses.   Asian jasmine adds more texture.  The circle bed 
creates a beautiful softening for the hardscape traffic 

circle.

BLACK LOCUST 

ñRobinia pseudoacaciaò, a deciduous tree 

widely used in landscaping as an ornamen-

tal, is native to the southeastern United 

States. The green leaflets that sprout in the 

spring fold together in wet weather and at 

night.  White, intensely fragrant flowers 

blossom in April-early May.   
ñNitrogen-fixing bacteriaò on its root sys-

tem allow the black locust to grow in  poor 

soils, and actually emits nitrates that are 

usable by other plants. Black locust wood is 

extremely hard, rot resistant and long last-

ing; making it an excellent choice for fence 

posts and small watercraft.
