Trivia answer:  Water needs differ by zone with regard to sun, shade, soil and slope 

  AUGUST, 2011    
         Our oppressive summer heat seems to be especially brutal on landscapes this year.  
A healthy lawn will weather the heat with a minimal amount of water, and green-up again 
when conditions arenôt so extreme.  Landscape plants arenôt so tolerant, and potted plants 
should be checked daily and watered as needed.  Young, newly planted trees (up to three 
years old) need more water than a sprinkler system will provide.  General rule:  Until a 
new tree has doubled in size, attention should be given.  This month we offer suggestions 

for young trees, or any trees that appear stressed in the heat.  
          When planting new trees, always soak the roots and hole before planting, and after-
ward.  Inadequate water causes roots to stay too close to the surface seeking water.  This 
causes stress and possible injury to the tree.  The deeper the root system, the stronger the 
tree.  Obvious signs of dryness in the tree or the surrounding soil need attention,  espe-
cially during our North Texas summers. 
         A garden hose can be set to drip for 2-3 hours,  2-3 times per week.  Treegator® 
watering bags are a form of drip irrigation.  The bags zip around the trunk and are filled 
with water 2-3 times per week which slowly drips into the soil at the base of the tree.  A 

20-gallon bag will drip for 8-9 hours.  There is no run-off or evaporation to this method.  
         Polymer gel is a safeguard when mixed into the  soil when a tree is planted to in-
crease its water-holding capacity.  The gel beads absorb water which is slowly released 
into the soil.   It is loaded with nutrients that enrich the soil, as well.   Gel can also be 
mixed into soil at the base of the tree. 
         A tree ring is a small soil berm which makes a circle around the root ball of a newly-
planted tree.  The tree ring is a basin made of soil that holds a pool of water. When filled 
with water the ring retains water so that it is targeted at the treeôs root system.   

         A permanent, low-pressure installation on a sprinkler system, called a ñbubblerò,  
provides irrigation for a tree.  Through slow emission, the water soaks down to the root 
system.  This eliminates the need for hose or hand watering.

BOUGAINVILLEA  
ñBougainvillea spectabilisò, native to 
South America, was named for Admiral 
Louis Antoine de Bougainville in 1768.  It 

can be evergreen or deciduous, depending 
on the climate.   An extremely adaptable 
plant, the Bougainvillea likes full sun for 
at least 1/2 day, will thrive in almost any 
soil, can be trained to climb, stay bush-
shape, flow from hanging baskets, etc., and 
blooms more when under some stress.  The 
flowers can be an array of colors and are 

often referred to as ñpaper flowersò be-
cause of their delicate texture.
