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     A frequently used term in the landscape industry often unfamiliar to 

homeowners is, ñhardscapeò.   Hardscapes are the non-living features in a 

landscape design.  These include, but are not limited to:  pathways, decks, 

arbors, pergolas, ponds, fountains, patios, fireplaces, dry beds and entertain-

ment areas.  This is the perfect time of year to take a close look at the yard.  

Is there an open, unused nook around the house where a sitting area could be 

created?  This can be as simple as a stone or decorative bench on a small 

flagstone patio;  or, create a ñsitting gardenò with its own lush plantings.   
    An unshaded section of pool decking might be more inviting with shade 

from a custom-built pergola;  then, add a small fountain or bubbling vessel 

with its own landscape bed,  or perhaps a firepit.  The options are limited 

only by the imaginations of the homeowner and landscape designer. 

     Lighting can create an entirely new dimension to existing landscaping, 

and add an element of security and safety.  Imagine path lights leading the 

way or a particularly elegant tree illuminated at night. 

    Outdoor fireplaces and firepits are a popular addition that can be used year 

around.  Casual  or formal entertaining can move outdoors even during our 

cooler months around the warmth of a fire.

flowering evergreen that has been known to 

naturally grow in a conical shape.  With its 

3-4ò brilliant red blooms and October-
January blooming season, ñyuletideò seems 

a suitable name.  The bright yellow stamens 

in the center of each bloom and glossy, dark 

green foliage add to its dramatic presence.   

The yuletide camellias needs are quite tem-

perate.  It can be used in landscape beds or 

potted for the patio and, if ordered now, 

should arrive in full bloom. 

Native to China and Japan, the yuletide ca-

mellia has been grown in the United States 

since the mid 1800òs.
