The pond should be as deep as your city code will allow, and will re
pump and filter. Koi require a minimum of 1000 gallons of water to grow healthfull
Water lilies, or other plant life, help meet the needs of koi; and, give them a place
The determination on the size of the pond is based on how many fish one wishes t
and what your landscape plan allows.
