AGAVE  

ñAsparagaceaeò , a perennial succu-
lent, is often thought of as a cactus or 

related to aloe.  It is neither.  Native 

to Mexico and the southern and west-

ern U.S., ñAgaveò encompasses 

about 208 species.  Most are mono-

carpic (flower only once in their life-

time) and the flowers are ñperfectò, 

meaning they contain both male and 

female parts.  Fibers from the interior 

of the leaves are used commercially 

to make clothing and rugs.
