Trivia answer:  South America 

  JULY, 2011    
         One need not live in North Texas long to understand that what would be extreme 
weather elsewhere is pretty much the ñnormò here.  Some variant always makes one sum-
mer different than the last.   This year, the combination of heat, humidity and wind creates 
a challenge we donôt always see this time of year.  The wind is especially drying, so re-
member to check on newly planted or potted flora daily.  Newly planted trees need more 
water than they will get from running the sprinkler system.  Set a hose at the base and let 

it drip for two hours, three times per week. 
         This month we offer choices in annual and perennial color that do well in our North 
Texas climate.  With nourishing bed prep and attention to shade vs. sun, these can be 
stunning additions to any landscape palette.  Heat-loving annuals we recommend are:  
Periwinkles, Star Zinnias, Profusion Zinnias, Euphorbia, Pentas, Sweet Potato Vine, 
Purslane, Coleus, Moss Rose, Plumbago, Fan Flower, Shrimp Plant, Candle Tree, Bou-
gainvillea, Verbena (some varieties are perennial), Lantana (some varieties are perennial), 
Mexican Heather, and Tropical Hibiscus.  There are many lovely Caladium varieties, 
which favor shady locations. 

         Selections for perennials include:  Mexican Bush Sage, Turkôs Cap, Four oôclocks, 
Salvia Greggii, Banana trees, Cannas, Elephant Ears, Purple Heart, Liriope, dwarf Crape 
Myrtle, Hostas, Passion Vine, Hardy Hibiscus, Lavender, Esperanza, Butterfly Bush, 
Purple Cone Flower (Echinacea), Summer Phlox, Indigo Spires Salvia, Mystic Spires 
Salvia, Black and Blue Salvia, Victoria Blue Salvia, Yarrow, and Rock Rose.  
        One of our knowledgeable landscape professionals can make additional recommen-
dations.  As more varieties are cultivated,  some plants known as annuals may have a 
perennial version.  This may influence where a plant is installed.  Nearly all of the plants 

mentioned here also do well as container plantings. 

POMEGRANATE  
ñPunica granatumò is a deciduous shrub 
or small tree that produces edible fruit 
and bright red flowers.  Native to Persia 
and the western Himalayan range, the 

pomegranate has been widely cultivated 
since ancient times.  It has historically 
been carried by desert caravans for its 
thirst-quenching juice. Introduced to Cali-
fornia in 1769 by Spanish settlers,  the 
pomegranate has continued to grow in 
popularity because of its strong antioxi-
dant properties and vast culinary uses.  
The trees are long-lived (specimens date 

back 200 years) and very productive.
