     As we watch the first tiny sprouts of the growing season begin to transform the land-
scape palette, excitement leads to planning.  A favorite landscape feature we are often 
asked about is a rose garden.  One does not have to be a connoisseur to successfully grow 
and enjoy roses.  The basic ingredients in North Texas are the preparation, and planting 
varieties proven to do well here. 
    A raised bed provides the roses enough top soil above the rock base we live on to grow 

strong, deep roots and promote good drainage.  The pH mix of the soil can be more easily 
controlled in a raised bed.  The basic mix is 1/3 sand, 1/3 peat moss and 1/3 topsoil. The 
ñdo-it-yourselferò can mix, or purchase the rose bed mix at your local garden center. Your 
landscape professional can be consulted for any soil issues in your specific area.   
    The location for the bed is the first consideration.  Roses will do well with 6-8 hours of 
sunlight per day, good drainage, and  in an area where they wonôt have to compete with 
established trees and shrubs for root expansion.   
    Roses should be planted bare-rooted after soaking in water for at least one hour.  After 
planting, apply a 2ò layer of mulch around the base.  Weekly watering (1-2ò in the morn-

ing), monthly feeding and pruning spent blooms should produce beautiful, robust bushes.   
    Varieties that do well in our area are:  Knock-out, Drift, Home Run, Livinô Easy, 

Grandmaôs, Julia Child, Belindaôs Dream, Carpet, Lady Banks and Nearly Wild.  Our 

landscape professionals will be happy to answer any questions you may have. 

ALYSSUM 

ñBrassicaceaeò is a low growing, flowering 

annual plant, native to Europe, Asia and 

northern Africa.  The thick clusters of tiny 

flowers bloom continuously through spring 
or fall if spent flowers are pruned.  This 

hardy beauty is drought tolerant, heat resis-

tant, soil tolerant and thrives in full sun to 

partial shade.  A highly versatile plant, 

alyssum emits a sweet aroma wherever 

used.  It has been known as ñmad wortò 

since medieval times when it was believed 

to cure rabies.
