Conventional chemical treatments can be purchased, but can alsg
eliminate beneficials and harm the plant. Natural organic treatments are
simple and time efficient. These include:

1.) Blast with water;
2.) Spray with solution of 2 tsp. mild dish soap in a large
spray bottle filled with water;
3.) Spray with solution of 3 parts water, 1 part vegetable oil
and 2 drops dish soap;
4.) Release ladybugs (available at select garden centers);
5.) Neem oil, which repels aphids but can harm beneficials;
6.) Plant onions or garlic nearby (Yes, the odor repels aphids
too!).
Combining any two will increase effectiveness.
