     Only a month into spring and our North Texas landscape is vibrant and more 
beautiful every day.  With economy concerns and watering restrictions right 

around the corner, we are often being asked about rain water harvesting.  Many 

systems and designs are available, and our irrigators can answer specific ques-

tions and make recommendations.  The process involves collecting rain water. 

This is usually done by feeding water from gutters through downspouts to a tank, 

on the ground or underground, that will hold the water until it is needed.  

     One can calculate the amount of water retrievable from a specific roof size, or 

figure approximate water needs on the AgriLIFE Extension Texas A&M System 

website.  A rough estimate is that 1ò of rainfall on a 2,000 square foot roof 

would yield 1,250 gallons of water.  Rain water is not safe for drinking without 

purification, but can be used for many household needs and is actually more 

beneficial to landscape plants than our city drinking water.  Rain water is free of 
salts and other harmful chemicals that actually stress the roots of plants and 

make them less drought tolerant.  

     Rain water harvesting, done properly, reduces water bills and provides an 

independent water supply during periods of drought. 

FIG IVY  

ñFicus pumilaò, also known as creeping fig 

or climbing fig,  is a woody evergreen vine, 

native to East Asia.  The tiny leaves and 

stems make it an attractive decorative plant  
in our Texas landscapes.  Fig ivy is highly 

tolerant and adapts well to most uses in 

Texas. Its rapid climbing ability expands its 

attractiveness when hiding unsightly struc-

tures within a landscape and softening hard-

scapes.  In many cultures the edible fruit is a 

staple in traditional cuisines.
