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      Even as we enjoy the brilliant landscape palette of August and Septem-
ber, it is time to think ahead to fall and winter.  With some advance planning 

we can escape the winter ñbrownscapeò of North Texas.  This month we 

discuss lawn overseeding with winter Rye grass.  After 5-6 years, grass be-

gins to age and thin.  Regular fertilization and soil amendments help, but it 

becomes more difficult to maintain a thick, weed-free, lush lawn.  Where 

there is thinning, there is an open invitation for weeds to move in and cover 

those sparse areas.   Winter Rye clippings add a new element to soil rejuve-

nation as the clippings decompose.  Overseeding also protects against soil 

erosion and disease. 

       In North Texas, winter Rye is popular with golf courses and ball fields, 

as well as residents who wish to have a healthy, green lawn year around.   

Winter Rye has dark green, shiny leaves and has the softness of a summer 
lawn in the northern states.  As the temperature rises in the spring and warm 

weather grasses awaken from dormancy, the winter Rye will die off. 

       Though overseeding helps control early cool season weeds ,  fall fertili-

zation is still important.  Highland Landscaping is now scheduling overseed-

ing for late September through early November.  If you would like to reserve

The 2-5ò diameter 

blooms of orange, red, pink or yellow con-

trast brilliantly with the green waxy leaves.  

Originally from the southeast Asian region, 

the plantsô name comes from an Indian 

deity.  Popular in subtropical areas of Flor-

ida, it makes a stunning potted plant on a 

patio or poolside here in North Texas.
